3 Safety instructions

3.1 General safety

WARNING! Electrocution hazard
This device may only be repaired by qualified personnel. Inadequate repairs can lead to considerable
hazards. Contact an authorized service center in case of repair.
Plug the device to sockets that ensure proper connection especially when the device needs to be
grounded.

WARNING! Fire hazard
For devices with flammable refrigerant: The refrigeration circuit contains a small quantity of an
environmentally friendly but flammable  refrigerant. It does not damage the ozone layer and does not
increase the greenhouse effect. Any leaking refrigerant may ignite.
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The refrigerant in the refrigerant circuit is highly flammable and in the event of a leakage combustible
gases could build up if the device is in a small room. In the event of any damage to the refrigerant
circuit:
• Keep naked flames and potential ignition sources away from the device.
• Ventilate the room well.
• Switch off the device.
Do not use or store refrigerant in enclosed spaces with none or minimal air flow.

WARNING! Health hazard

4 Intended use
The refrigerator is intended for:

• Installation in motor homes and caravans
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• Cooling, deep-freezing and storing food
The refrigerator is not suitable for:

• Storing medications
• Storing corrosive substances or substances that contain solvents
• Quick-freezing food
This refrigerator is not intended for commercial, retail or household applications.

The frozen compartment is suitable for storing pre-frozen food, storing or making ice cream and making ice cubes. It
is not suitable for freezing previously unfrozen food.

The refrigerator is intended for installation in a piece of cabinetry or an installation niche.

Optimum cooling performance is provided at ambient temperatures between and at a maximum humidity of  90 % .

This product is only suitable for the intended purpose and application in accordance with these instructions.

This manual provides information that is necessary for proper installation and/or operation of the product. Poor
installation and/or improper operation or maintenance will result in unsatisfactory performance and a possible
failure.

The manufacturer accepts no liability for any injury or damage to the product resulting from:

• Incorrect installation, assembly or connection, including excess voltage
• Incorrect maintenance or use of spare parts other than original spare parts provided by the manufacturer
• Alterations to the product without express permission from the manufacturer

5.1 Installation

The mechanical and electrical installation and setup of the device must be performed by a qualified
technician who has demonstrated skill and knowledge related to the construction and operation
of automotive and household equipment and installations, and who is familiar with the applicable
regulations of the country in which the equipment is to be installed and/or used, and has received safety
training to identify and avoid the hazards involved.

CAUTION! Risk of injury
To avoid a hazard due to instability of the device, it must be fixed in accordance with the instructions.
The device has sharp edges. Wear gloves during installation.

5.1.1 Installation location
When choosing an installation location, note the following:

• The refrigerator must be installed so that
• The refrigerator is easily accessible for service work
• The refrigerator is easy to uninstall and install
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• The refrigerator can be easily removed from the vehicle
• Do not install the refrigerator in the rear of recreational vehicles with the door facing the direction of travel.

NOTE  Exception: In motorhomes, the RC10.4 models can be installed with the door facing the
direction of travel, provided it is installed behind the drivers seat or passenger seat.

• The refrigerator must not be installed to the side of the air inlet and outlet vents as this leads to poor performance
and increases the power consumption of the refrigerator.

• The air inlet and outlet vents must not be covered by vehicle parts during operation (e.g. by an open door or by
attached accessories such as bicycle racks).

• Choose a location where the refrigerator is protected from dras, excessive heat and moisture.
• Ensure that the door can be opened and closed unhindered.
• The refrigerator must be installed in a recess so that it stands secure when the vehicle is in motion.
• Consider the dimensions of the refrigerator (see chapter Technical data on page 10) and the required

dimensions of the recess:



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5.1.2 Preparing the installation



When installing the refrigerator, note the following:

• Park the vehicle horizontally to ensure that the floor is solid and level.
• If the compressor refrigerator replaces an absorption unit, ensure that the external ventilation grilles are fully

closed, otherwise there is a risk that the compressor will not run at low ambient temperatures (approx. below
0°C).

• Install the refrigerator with a minimum distance of 5 mm from the floor (A) to ensure that no obstacles (e.g.,
carpets) interfere with the free movement of the door.

• The refrigerator must be positioned right up to the front edge of the cabinet door (B).

5.1.3 Installing the compressor unit (RC 10.4M.90)

The compressor unit is removable and can be installed separately from the refrigerator.
Installation location

Observe the following instructions when selecting an installation location for the compressor unit:

• Choose a location for the compressor unit at a maximum distance of 1.5 m from the refrigerator.
• Ensure that the ventilation grille has a free cross-section of at least 60 cm².
Preparing the installation

• Prepare a closed duct. The duct must be at one end open and equipped with a ventilation grille.
• Note the following maximum dimensions of the duct ( Fig.  on page 5):

Mounting the compressor unit

NOTICE! Damage hazard
Lay the suction pipe in such a way that it is not damaged (e.g. by sharp edges or strong bends). Observe
the minimum bending radius of the suction pipe ( ≥  30 mm).

1. Place the compressor unit in the duct with the fan side facing the ventilation grille.

2. Install the compressor unit as shown.



5.1.4 Installing the condensate drain

NOTE
• Condensation can form inside the refrigerator, e.g. due to frequent opening of the door or incorrectly

stored food.
• Condensation must be drained with a constant slope.

Variant 1: Route the condensation hose from the refrigerator through an opening in the floor to the outside.
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Variant 2: Connect the condensation hose directly to the fastening provided on the ventilation grille (1).



5.1.5 Connecting the power supply

NOTICE! Damage hazard
To avoid voltage loss and therefore a drop in performance, the cable should be kept as short as
possible and should not be interrupted if possible. For this reason avoid additional switches, plugs or
power strips.
Check that the voltage specification on the data plate is the same as that of the power supply.
Do not reverse the polarity.

1. Determine the required cross section of the cable in relation to the cable length according to

2. Connect the cables to the AMP connector of the refrigerator ().

3. Connect the positive red (rd) cable to the positive (+) pole of the  12 V  power supply.

NOTICE! Damage hazard
Protect the positive red (rd) cable with a  10 A  fuse.

4. Connect the black (bk) cable to the negative (–) pole of the  12 V  power supply.

5.1.6 Securing the refrigerator

NOTICE! Damage hazard
Only screw through the bushings provided, otherwise foamed components, such as cables, can be
damaged.
Fasten the side walls or the attached strips in such a way that the screws are tight even under increased
load (while driving).

NOTE  The refrigerator is designed to provide a regulated air flow. The manufacturer does not
recommend to leave additional space between the refrigerator and the recess walls.
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

1. Place the refrigerator in its final position with the front flange sitting tight against the recess front.

2. Fasten the screws (1) through the plastic bushings in the sides of the refrigerator, and further into the wall.

3. Put the caps (2) onto the screw heads.
