The refrigerator is suitable for refrigerating foodstuffs and storing frozen foodstuffs. The device is suitable for instal-
lation into caravans, motor homes or boats. The device is designed to be operated froma 12 V DC or 24 V DC on-
board supply as well as from a 100 - 240 V AC mains.
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The refrigerator is only suitable for installation in a fitted cavity. Once it is installed, only the front of the refrigerator
may be accessible.

This product is only suitable for the intended purpose and application in accordance with these instructions.

This manual provides information that is necessary for proper installation and/or operation of the product. Poor
installation and/or improper operating or maintenance will result in unsatisfactory performance and a possible fail-
ure.

7 Technical description

The device can refrigerate goods to +8 °C to O °C and keep them cool. Products can be kept frozen in the freezer
compartment. The se the control display can be used to set the desired temperature.

The refrigerator is suitable for use with 12V or 24 V DC voltage and can therefore be used e.g. for mobile homes,
caravans or on boats. It can also be connected to a 100 - 240 V AC mains supply.

When the refrigerator is installed with both DC and AC power connections, the power mode switches automati-
cally to AC mode when AC is available.

The refrigerator can withstand a short term inclination of 30°, for example on boats.

All materials used in the refrigerator are compatible for use with foodstuffs. The refrigerant circuit is hermetically
sealed and CFC-free.

8.1 Installation location
1. Ensure that the floor is solid and level.
2. Ensure that the refrigerator is level.

3. Install the refrigerator so that it is easily accessible for service work, easy to de-install and install and can be eas-

ily removed from the vehicle.
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4. Install the refrigerator in a recess so that it stands secure when the vehicle is in motion.

8.2 Installation with two rear vents

Keep the air inlet and outlet vents free from coverage by vehicle parts (such as an open door or by installing
accessories such as bicycle racks) while operating.

Install the refrigerator so that it is protected from excessive heat, as this leads to poor performance and
increases the power consumption of the refrigerator.

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8.4 Installation in a sealed location separate to the living space

Itis recommended to install the refrigerator in a sealed location in order to prevent dust and heat from entering the
living space of the caravan or motor home.

Do not use flammable materials such as silicone sealants, foam or similar for the draft-
proof installation.

1. Apply the included sealing strip to front of the bottom surface of the refrigerator (1. in fig. [&).

2. Push the refrigerator into position (2. in fig. [). This then seals the space behind the refrigerator to the interior
of the vehicle.

8.5 Installing the drain water hose

1. Toavoid damage to the drain water hose, position the hole for the drain water hose in a way that the hose
does not kink.

2. Drilla hole through the vehicle floor at the rear of the refrigerator.

3. Install the drain water hose through the drilled hole. Ensure that the drain water hose is long enough in order to
drain the water outside of the vehicle.
DO NOT shorten the drain hose. The excess length will enable partial extraction of the refrigerator if required
for service access.

4. Ensure that the drain water hose is not kinked.

5. Seal the area around the drain water hose.

8.8 Securing the refrigerator

9 Connecting the refrigerator
9.1 Connecting the refrigerator to 12 -24V DC

To avoid voltage drops and loss of performance, keep the connection cable as short as

possible and uninterrupted.
Therefore avoid additional switches, plugs or power strips.

The refrigerator can be operated with a 12V or 24 V DC voltage supply.

For safety reasons, the refrigerator is equipped with an electronic system to prevent the polarity being reversed.
This protects the refrigerator against reversed polarity when connecting to a battery and against short circuiting.

10.2 Saving energy

Only open the refrigerator as often and for as long as necessary.

Allow warm food to cool down first before placing it in the device to keep cool.

Defrost your refrigerator as soon as a layer of ice forms.

Avoid unnecessarily low temperature settings.

For optimal energy consumption, position the shelves and drawers according to their position on delivery.
On aregular basis, ensure the door seal still fits properly.

Clean dust and dirt from the condenser at regular intervals.

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11 Cleaning and maintenance

11.1 Cleaning the refrigerator

WARNING! Electrocution hazard
Always disconnect the refrigerator from the mains before you clean and service it.

NOTICE! Damage hazard
* Do not use abrasive cleaning agents or hard objects during cleaning as these can

damage the refrigerator.

* Never use hard or sharp tools to remove ice or to free objects frozen onto the
device.

* Do not use any mechanical tools or any other tools to speed up the defrosting pro-
cess.

» Clean the refrigerator regularly and as soon as it becomes dirty with a damp cloth.

» Make sure that no water drips into the seals. This can damage the electronics.

» Wipe the refrigerator dry with a cloth after cleaning.

» Check the condensate drain regularly.
Clean the condensate drain when necessary. If it is blocked, the condensate collects on the bottom of the
refrigerator.

11.2 Defrosting the refrigerator manually

The refrigerator compartment has an automatic cyclic defrost system, which prevents excessive frost forming.
However, if the refrigerator is used for extended periods in high humidity and/or high ambient temperature con-
ditions, frost may build up on the rear interior wall, which can reduce the cooling performance. In this case a manual
defrost is recommended.

The freezer compartment will require periodic manual defrosting, recommended if the frost layer is more than

3 mm.

NOTICE! Damage hazard
Never use mechanical tools to remove ice or to loosen objects stuck to the device.

Disconnect the power supply.

. Empty the contents.

. Putaclothinthe compartmentand the refrigerator to absorb any excess water.

. Leave the doors open.

Most of the refrigerator compartment condensate drains off through a hose at the back of the refrigerator and
is routed outside the vehicle.

The freezer compartment condensate collects at the bottom of the freezer.
